Executive Director - Staff Report for March 2026 
 

 

 
In March, we held our Annual meeting which felt like a successful event.  Attendees really enjoyed the 

Prescribed Burn Association presentation from Michael Rhoades.  Staff did a great job sharing their work 

as well.  In March I also had my first Performance Review since becoming Executive Director and I 

enjoyed talking with Nate and Marcella about the state of the District and the good work we’re doing.  

I’m regularly checking in with staff as individuals and we also had a “Tech Staff” meeting where Cierra, 

Brad, Tatum, and I got together to talk about collaboration in our rural programs related to habitat and 

water quality.  We had some SIA updates from Brad as we prepare for our Open House.   

 

Oak Habitat – I’m on the Willamette Valley Oak and Prairie Cooperative Steering Committee and I’m 

spending increased time with this group.  BSWCD is playing a role in writing a Focused Investment 

Partnership proposal to OWEB to get funding for oak in our region (the entire Willamette Valley south of 

Portland).  Cierra and Tatum are engaged in project ideas where we might submit a pre-proposal for 

part of the draft work plan.  I’m happy to talk more on this at a meeting.   

 

Middle Muddy & Oliver Creek Strategic Implementation Area – Brad leads this effort 

and will be updating us on progress as this new grant project speeds up.  I made some time this month 

to talk to Olivia Jasper at ODA to make sure that I better understand the work in the next few months.  

The Open House is on April 29 and having Board Members attend would be welcomed!

• Our wonderful partner Vanessa Youngblood is transitioning from her position at Willamette 

Riverkeeper to being a contractor.  She hopes to stay very, perhaps even more, involved in 

Willamette Aquatic weeds and I’ve been talking to her about more collaboration with our 

Willamette Mainstem Cooperative and Willamette River outreach 

• I continue to attend Leadership Corvallis meetings each month.  They end in June. 

• We held a contaminant committee meeting on March 20. 

 

Native Plant Sale – Tying up loose ends from the Native Plant Sale occupies some time in early 

March. The financials are pretty well rounded up at this point and we brough in more than $29,000 

among last month’s sale as well as the Bulb and Seed sale in the fall.  Overall profit increased by $1,700

• NRCS Report 
Not much has changed since last month’s report. Eligibility deadline is this Friday with Farm 
Service Agency. Working on ranking applications after. Tentative date set for working group 
meeting but will confirm after venue is secured. Will be at the end of April.  
 

• Annual Meeting Agenda Preview 
Reminder that a week from today is our Annual Meeting. Michael Ahr shares the agenda with 
the group. Kerry Hastings asks if there will be a virtual option…answer is yes. 
 

• Habitat Report 
Tatum VanHawkins updates the board on habitat work, including wrapping up OWEB Oak 
Stakeholder Grant, new projects, as well as a focus group with Michael Ahr and stakeholders 
on success, needs, engagement with neighbors and other aspects of their oak work. They 
also attended a focused investment partnership (FIP) meeting, where partners discussed how 
to collaborate to apply for these funds. She sent out a postcard campaign of about 350 
postcards asking landowners with oak to get in touch. So far, 30 responses and 10 site visits 
have occurred. Kudos from Michael Ahr about all the work she’s been doing. 

 
• Budget Committee Vacancies 

Michael Ahr explains that Local Budget Law for SWCDs that receive property taxes requires 
the District to form a Budget Committee with as many community committee members as we 
have elected Directors.  For us, that would be 7 community committee members. We can 
proceed without all 7 community member slots being filled but need to extend significant 
effort to try to fill those slots.  Currently we only have 4 community budget committee 
members, so are looking to fill those vacancies. Nate Johnson reveals the importance of 
having the committee full and attending the budget committee meetings so that there is 
quorum for voting on the budget as there are legal deadlines the organization must meet. If 
these are not met, further meetings have to be scheduled, and the process can be very time 
constricted. 
 

• Update on Office Lease 
Michael Ahr: We have been able to extend our lease for a year, until February 28, 2027.  
BSWCD is still looking to move into the Confluence, but that has still been delayed. There 
really isn’t a possibility to extend beyond this year, so we will need to be testing where the 
Confluence development is at the end of the year and make some decisions. 
 

• Updates from Contaminant Committee 
The most recent County Commissioner decision rejected the Coffin Butte Landfill expansion. 
The committee is now evolving into researching different pollutant topics such as sampling 
water quality and soil testing. This will be on-going work to help bring the district’s 
understanding of what is currently in science about these contaminants to possibly help 
landowners gain resources. Next meeting is March 20th. Aubrey Cloud shares a task force that 
was put together on municipal solid waste with Pat Malone and others appointed by 
Governor Kotek. Their meeting is also on March 20th. More information was shared in the chat 
about this group. 
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• Update on April 20, 2026, PFC Meeting 
Required members are officers of the board, but it is a public meeting. It will be an in-person 
meeting with a virtual option. Meeting agenda includes personnel costs including health 
benefits, cost of living adjustments for staff discussions, pay structure brainstorming and 
impact these would have on the budget. 
 

• Questions from Board on BSWCD and NRCS Activities.  
Nate Johnson wants to hear from folks about what they’ve heard about logging on Mary’s 

Peak. Members share. 

                             

• Other Board Business? David Barron-Light announced the STEM Firefighting camp he is 
involved with. Registration begins April 1st.
